Subject: 	2025 Mandatory Open Enrollment 

Macon-Bibb County’s Open Enrollment period will begin Monday, October 14, 2024, and continue through Friday, October 25, 2024. Enrollment will be held in the Multipurpose Room on the 1st floor of the Government Center, located at 700 Poplar Street. During this period, employees and retirees will have the opportunity to make voluntary changes to their enrollment elections for health, dental and vision coverages to become effective January 1, 2025. 

There will be three easy ways to complete the enrollment process for benefits eligible employees and retirees:

1) Contact the NFP service center at 1-833-783-6388 to speak with an enroller.
2) Complete the process through the online enrollment portal from a work or home computer, https://maconbibb.bswift.com.
· Username is the first letter of your first name, your last name, and the last four digits of your Social Security number (example: jdoe4567). 
· Password has been reset and will be the last four digits of your Social Security number. 
3) Meet with an enroller in person in the Multipurpose Room. No appointment is necessary.

If you do not need to make changes to your existing coverage, you are still required to go in and review your personal and beneficiary information to ensure it is accurate and current.
· Newly retired employees are required to participate in open enrollment.

• Health Insurance 
No premium increase for 2025.

If you are turning age 65, you are required to obtain Medicare coverage, if qualified, and must notify Human Resources. Dental and vision coverage can be maintained indefinitely.

• Dental
             Slight premium increase for 2025.

• Vision Insurance
	No premium increase for 2025.

• Basic Life Insurance
